Spokane County has a higher percentage of homeless students in
its population than King County. For 3,500 students in the county
living with homelessness, Communities in Schools (CIS) is a source
of empowerment and encouragement.

The program currently helps 600 students facing homelessness
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By offering hope through their mentor program, and encouraging
success, at least 8o percent of students with mentors improve
their math and reading scores. Mentors are located in school
districts throughout Spokane County.
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
